People for a Cooperative Society advocates the establishment of a moneyless “cooperative society,” where the economy and all economic activity (i.e. the production of goods, and the provision of services), occurs to serve humankind, in other words, to satisfy the needs and wants of people. This is in contrast to our society of today, which, for all its virtues, is based on money, profit, marketing, advertising, and the pathological acquisition of “things.”  Additionally, our present system turns human beings into slaves, completely dependent on bosses, companies, and ultimately the impersonal “market” for survival.
This cooperative society would be controlled by people, not a tiny group of corporate owners. The model for production, social relations, and life itself, would be based on the famed principle of Louis Blanc: "From each according to his ability, to each according to his need." The program is partly predicated on the socio-existential assertion that all people are brothers and sisters in one human family, and should treat each other accordingly in all areas of human existence, including what we now understand as the "economic" sphere. The PCS Cooperative program is one of "revolution," not reform.

The PCS program is unique and powerful because it combines two readily complementary ideas, each of which, individually, is powerful and longstanding: (1.) a cooperative society, where everyone works together for the common (and individual) good, and (2.) the "love ethic" of Jesus, Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., Mohandas "Mahatma" Gandhi, Leo Buscaglia, and Erich Fromm. The love ethic is also known as "brotherly love," or in Greek, agape  (ah goh' pay).

Transference of ownership of industry from private to public is a key part of the PCS program, but alone might not necessarily create the long-dreamt of "brotherhood of man." Thus, PCS also seeks a concomitant personal transformation away from the pathological narcissism engendered by capitalism, toward this ethic of "brotherly love." This principle, taught from childhood, would comprise the moral and ethical underpinning of the new society.
In fact, Blanc's principal, above, implies the love ethic: I am not going to work as hard as, or perhaps even harder than you, knowing that my remuneration may be the same as, or even less than yours, unless I see you as my brother--unless I love you. PCS thus advocates not merely a new political program, but in effect a new cultural program, as well—in fact, a new paradigm of personal and social relationships, and relations. In short, how does one have radical social transformation without the most radically transformational idea of all time--love?
The PCS program is peaceful, legal, and democratic, utilizing Article V of the United States constitution to effect large-scale social change. This program is new, and has never been tried before anywhere in the world.
